• 2 Timothy 2:24 And the Lord’s servant must not quarrel; instead, he 

must be kind to everyone, able to teach, not resentful. 25 Those who 
oppose him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will grant 
them repentance leading them to a knowledge of the truth, 26 and 
that they will come to their senses and escape from the trap of the 
devil, who has taken them captive to do his will.

Live and proclaim the ________ of the Lord! 
• 2 Timothy 1:8 But join with me in suffering for the gospel, by the 

power of God, 9 who has saved us and called us to a holy life—not 
because of anything we have done but because of his own purpose 
and grace. This grace was given us in Christ Jesus before the beginning 
of time, 10 but it has now been revealed through the appearing of our 
Savior, Christ Jesus, who has destroyed death and has brought life and 
immortality to light through the gospel.
